Industrial Investment Rebounded Steadily and Inveshent on
Technical Transformation Increased Steadily in the=irst Ten Months
in 2015

In the first ten months of this year, our industimavestment rebounded
steadily. An accumulated industrial investment 8iBR614 billion had

been made with a year-on-year growth of 2.3%, 2rtent points higher
than the same period of previous year. The invastno@ technical

transformation of our country also grew steadilytofal amount of RMB
440 billion had been made on the technical transétion in the former
ten months with a year-on-year growth of 7.0%.

The industrial investment of the entire provinceganted a differential
situation. Throughout the first ten months, theustdal investment of 12

cities and prefectures including Chengdu, Bazhdhignyang, etc. kept

growing. Wherein, Chengdu, Dazhou, Mianyang, eawehcontributed a
lot to this rise, with industrial investment incsea of 2.8%, 0.43% and
0.41% respectively. Analysis results show thatsheports to the steady
growth of industrial investment are still insufeat. Only Chengdu and
Bazhong achieved double-digit growth in industmalestment. 14 cities
and prefectures saw rise in the investment on teahtransformation.

Seven of them including Suining, Guangyuan, Pane)inChengdu,

Yibin, Neijiang and Bazhong are growing at a rété@.

As for industries, investment situation on manufaog industry took a
turn for the better. The number of industries vdétlined investment had
reduced. Investment in manufacturing industry heathed RMB 433.4
billion in the first ten months, 3.1% higher thaastl year. Among 41
industrial statistics industries, 17 had shown alide in investment,
same number of industries in the first nine monthse number of
industries with decreasing amplitude of over 109% W2, compared to 14
in the first nine months.

In addition, different cities and prefectures caric&ted on carrying out
projects in the first ten months and had made aarkable progress.
From January to October, a total of 5793 projeeid heen commenced
with a year-on-year growth of 14.5% and 5732 prsjéad been finished
with a year-on-year growth of 10.4%.
